Call to Order – Deborah Venesy, MD
AAPM&R Board President Deborah Venesy, MD called to order the 2022 Annual Business Meeting of the American Academy of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation. Dr. Venesy explained handouts access, shared the rules of engagement including voting eligibility, then introduced Peter Esselman, MD, Parliamentarian for the 2022 Business Meeting.  
Steve Flanagan, MD, AAPM&R President Elect, established and announced that a quorum was present for the 2022 Annual Business Meeting.

Dr. Venesy asked that the 2022 Business Meeting Agenda be adopted as presented. She called for discussion. There being none, a vote was taken and the 2022 Business Meeting Agenda was adopted as presented.
Dr. Venesy brought forward for approval the Minutes of the Annual Assembly’s November 13, 2021, Business Meeting held virtually.  She called for discussion. There being none, a vote was taken and the 2021 Annual Business Meeting Minutes were approved as presented.

Membership Committee – Carol Vandenakker Albanese, MD

Dr. Carol Vandenakker Albanese, Chair of the AAPM&R Membership Committee, gave an overview of the status of AAPM&R membership. She reported that the total membership as of September 30, 2022, was 10,225 and provided a breakdown by member categories.
The Member Roster Report, made available as a handout, listed the names by category of the proposed members who have applied for membership in the Academy and who have been adjusted to other membership categories since the previous Annual Business Meeting.  Dr. Vandenakker Albanese reported that the AAPM&R Membership Committee gave careful consideration to the credentials and found that all qualify for election and meet the requirements of their respective membership categories.  She reported that the Board of Governors approved the Membership Committee recommendations.
Dr. Venesy brought forward for approval the 2022 Member Roster Report. She called for discussion. There being none, a vote was taken and the 2022 Member Roster Report was approved as presented.

Dr. Weinstein noted that 2022 President-Elect Steven R. Flanagan, MD, ascends automatically to the position of 2023 President and Vice President D.J. Kennedy, MD, ascends automatically to the position of 2023 President-Elect.  
Dr. Venesy brought forward for approval the 2022 Slate of Elected Positions as presented.  She called for discussion. There being none, a vote was taken and the 2022 Slate of Elected Positions was approved as presented.
Report of the President – Deborah Venesy, MD 
Dr. Venesy expressed deep appreciation for the 2022 Board of Governors, Tom Stautzenbach, and Academy staff. She recognized Academy volunteer leaders – particularly those whose terms ended in 2022 and thanked all Academy members who engaged with the Academy this year through volunteerism. Dr. Venesy summarized 2022 highlights, with particular focus on the Academy’s role in the following: reconnecting virtually and in-person, advocacy, Long COVID, membership, education, and volunteerism. 
Report of the Treasurer – Scott Laker, MD
Dr. Scott Laker presented an overview of the Academy’s 2021 audited financial statements and announced that net operating income for 2021 was $ ($73,753), inclusive of our  2020 Annual Assembly insurance claim, and the total net income for 2021 with investment returns was $1,586,698. Projections for FY 2022 year-end showed operating net income of ($682,247) – Dr. Laker noted that this figure does not include expected Employee Retention Credit or any 2021 Annual Assembly Insurance Claim settlement. Dr. Laker announced that the adoptedFY 2023 budget has a net operating income of ($901,730). He shared and explained the Academy’s “months in reserves” figures. 
Report of the Editor-in-Chief – Janna Friedly, MD
Dr. Janna Friedly expressed appreciation for the Journal’s editorial leadership, feature editors, and associate editors.  Dr. Friedly then provided a summary of the Journal’s highlights in 2022. Highlights included the Journal’s impact factor of 2.218, PASC Collaborative Consensus Guidance statements, focus on diversity/inclusion and mentorship, and special content issues in February, May, and June. Dr. Friedly shared manuscript submission and article download rates. She highlighted the Editor’s Choice Awards:
